a. What path are you on?  
b. What voice(s) is guiding your spiritual life?  

5. Read Matthew 7:21-23: What is the one reason Jesus says “Away from me…”?  
a. How do these verses challenge you personally?   

6. Spend time in prayer, asking God to help you discern truth from falsehood and 
to strengthen your commitment to follow him faithfully.
